PARTICIPATION PLAN

The NB Team will travel to Charlo under club arrangements to ,take part in the Championships and return to home locations according to the program attached to this instruction. Entries for Competitions

At present, all of the Team athletes have been registered for all three of the  competitions. The Team Leader will coordinate submission of entries to the Competition Office for each competition.
FINANCES, ADMINISTRATION AND LOGISTICS

Participation Fee

Each participating athlete must pay a $135 fee if they are taking part in three competitions and the banquet –  $100 for three competitions and $25 for the banquet, plus an additional $!0 for cost sharing for waxes and ammunition. The fees should be collected by the clubs and are to be paid to Ray Kokkonen, not directly to the organizers. Adjustments will be made as required, no banquet, etc. 
BNB/Biathlon Canada Membership

All participants at the Championships must be members of BNB and Biathlon Canada for the year, and must produce a competitor membership card at sign-in if required. If an athlete does not have a card,, please contact Ray Kokkonen so that a card can be issued. 

Waiver and Release Form

A waiver and release form distributed by the Organizers is attached to this instruction. It has to be signed by each participant at the Championships. Please note that a parent or guardian has to sign if the athlete is under 18 years of age. Fill in the required personal information and ensure the form is signed as required.
Travel

Travel of the Team to and from Charlo and transport while at the event is a club responsibility.
Accommodation
Accommodation for the Team during the Championships will be at home or at the Campbellton Armoury as arranged by the clubs..

Meals

All meals for the Team during the Championships will be a club or individual responsibility except that lunch will be provided gratis by the Organizers at the Les Aventuriers Club on competition days.
Equipment and Necessities

All BNB rifles and all other necessary equipment will be brought to the Championships by the clubs. BNB will provide ammunition and some waxes for the event. Athletes are expected to bring the following general categories of equipment for use:

-     skis, poles, boots, rifles
· competition clothing, training clothing and off-time casual clothing including something suitable for the banquet, changes of clothing

· toiletries, bedding and towels as required for the Armoury
